The latest policing priorities for Kenilworth SNT were agreed at the  February Community Forum held at the 
Kenilworth. A total of 311 votes were submitted online by the community. The priorities are: 
• ASB/Drug Prevention Patrols – Patrols in Kenilworth, targeting areas where anti-social behaviour/drug 
related issues have been confirmed or suspected to be an issue. This task will enable to local team to 
prevent/detect offences and provide early intervention for young persons. 
 
• High-Visibility Foot Patrols – Foot patrols in Kenilworth to prevent/detect offences and engage with 
members of the public. This task will enable the local team to dedicate time to patrol Kenilworth; 
preventing/detecting offences such as burglaries, vehicle crime, criminal damage etc. 
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All the latest about what we are doing and what is going on in and around your home and area.

Newsletter.  You will have hopefully seen the team out and about in your areas 
this last month conducting various road traffic checks, including speed and tyre 
checks as part of a national campaign.  Overall we received a lot of positivity 
around these types of campaigns however we do face some frustration from 
people who don’t see the benefit of conducting checks of this nature.  Speed 
checks have to be done in hi-visibility clothing for officer safety, and although 
some people point out that this means drivers can see us and slow down, 
inevitably it has the desired effect. We are never going to be able to please 
everyone, but rest assured that we always try our best and are always open to 
suggestions or ideas that you may have to tackle issues in your area.

Watch Out telephone scams are operating in Kenilworth… 
 
Something that is unfortunately on the rise again at the moment are telephone scams.  
 
We have had a number of these recently in Kenilworth whereby fraudsters will call someone (often 
elderly) and pretend to be from the police or the bank and will try to steal money from the person’s 
account. The fraudsters can sound very plausible, they often seek to confirm some of your personal 
details and then make up a story in which money needs to be withdrawn from your account and 
transferred to theirs.  
 
They have also been known to suggest that the bank are in on the fraud and are giving out false bank 
notes, so ask you to withdraw money from the bank, take it home and read out some serial numbers 
from the notes. The fraudsters then claim that they are fake notes and will send a police officer round 
to come and collect the money so it can be examined and you will be reimbursed with the full amount 
in the coming weeks. 
 
Please talk to your elderly and vulnerable relative’s or people you may care for or pop in and visit and 
warn them about this scam!  
 
The police or the bank will NEVER ask you for these details, please hang up and report it to the 
police (telephone 101) straight away. 
 
 

COVID LATEST 
As we live very close to Coventry we thought it might be helpful if we set out the Tier 2 (High) requirements in 
respect of Covid-19. Coventry and other parts of the West Midlands are currently under Tier 2 Covid-19 
restrictions. At the time of writing Warwickshire, so that means Kenilworth, is in Tier 1 (Medium) but this may 
change. Please keep informed by listening or watching the news. Alternatively, you can visit 
https://www.gov.uk/find-coronavirus-local-restrictions and put in your postcode to see what Tier applies 
to your address. 

TIER 1 (Medium) 
 

Follow the rule of six if 
meeting indoors or 
outdoors 
 
Pubs and restaurants to 
shut at 10pm 

TIER 2 (High) 
 

No household mixing 
indoors 
 
Rule of six will apply 
outdoors 
 
Pubs and restaurants to 
shut at 10pm 

TIER 3 (Very High) 
 

No household mixing indoors or 
outdoors in hospitality venues or private 
gardens 
 
Rule of six applies in outdoor spaces 
like parks 
 
Pubs and bars not serving meals will be 
closed  
 
Guidance against travelling in and out of 
the area
